EVALUATION METHODS: Applicants who meet the requirements described above will be evaluated to determine the extent to 

which they possess or have the potential to acquire knowledge, skills, abilities and personal characteristics, (KSAP's) required of 

this position. Applicants should address the following KSAP's on a separate attachment to their application. 

 

1. Knowledge of the Ultrasound Physics 

2. Knowledge of human anatomy and physiology 

3. Knowledge of methods, techniques, and quality control required for processing sonographic images with optimum results. 

4. Skills in obtaining adequate diagnostic sonographic views on patients for which normal techniques and methods are not 

possible, requiring techniques which deviate from the normal. 

5. Ability to perform sonographic examinations in a variety of conditions; such as emergency trauma and also have the ability 

to manage patient care in trauma situations.  

6. Knowledge of common business, medical electronic health record and picture archiving and communication system (PACS) 

software applications.  

7. Ability to communicate courteously and effectively to patients, other staff, physicians and the general public  

8. Ensures that routine and priority tasks are completed within established departmental time frames 

 

APPLICATION PROCEDURES: Apply online at Department of Health Application.(Current employees must use a transfer 

request form available on the intranet home page under forms).
