MCNDH is an integrated system of six health centers, an Express Care Clinic, three
hospitals, a physical rehabilitation center and nine comprehensive community health programs Offering services across the lifespan
including pediatrics, family medicine, nursing, dental, laboratory, radiology, pharmacy, behavioral health, emergency medical,
audiology, nutrition, physical therapy and optometry.

DESCRIPTION OF ASSIGNMENT : The Incumbent will be responsible for extracting and manipulating data from the Data
Warehouse for the purpose of reports and dashboards. The job entails meeting with key stakeholders to determine reporting needs,
and then creating the necessary reports\dashboards as directed. Should the data for the reports\dashboards need augmentation, this
position will work directly with the Decision Support manager to define the requirements necessary for new or enhanced data in
the Data Warehouse. This position is located at the Council Oak Comprehensive Healthcare in Tulsa, OK.

REQUIREMENTS: Candidates must meet the following requirements:

Bachelor’s Degree or five years specialized training in Data Science or applicable field (Computer Science, Management
Information Systems, etc.) preferred. Demonstrated relevant work experience building reporting dashboards using standard
visualization tools like Power Bl or Tableau is required. Experience using SQL Server SSMS and Query Builders is required.
Experience in a Healthcare environment is preferred. A combination of education and relevant work experience may be
considered in lieu of the education qualifications stated above. Healthcare experience preferred, not required. Incumbent must be
insurable and valid Oklahoma Driver’s License is required. Complete specific job-related training. It is the policy of MCNDH
for all employees to comply with the COVID-19 vaccination program.
