The Muscogee (Creek) Nation Department of Health (MCNDH) provides comprehensive health care services to Native Americans
living within the Muscogee (Creek) Nation. MCNDH is an integrated system of six health centers, an Express Care Clinic, three
hospitals, a physical rehabilitation center and nine comprehensive community health programs Offering services across the lifespan
including pediatrics, family medicine, nursing, dental, laboratory, radiology, pharmacy, behavioral health, emergency medical,
audiology, nutrition, physical therapy, and optometry.

DESCRIPTION OF ASSIGNMENT: The purpose of this position is to provide supervision and direction of all maintenance
activities at the assigned facility(s). Incumbent is responsible for providing maintenance and related services to the assigned facility
in areas such as HVAC, Electrical, Plumbing, Building/Grounds maintenance, Health Care equipment, etc. and other related duties.
This is an exempt position as applicable to the provisions of the FLSA. This position is located at the Council Oak Comprehensive
Healthcare in Tulsa, OK.

REQUIREMENTS: Candidates must meet the following requirements:

High School Diploma or GED equivalent is required. Four (4) years’ experience in the facilities maintenance field is preferred.
Professional licenses or certifications relevant to this position are required. Must possess a City of Tulsa Stationary Engineering
license, Mechanical Journeyman or Electrical Journeyman license from the State of Oklahoma.

EVALUATION METHODS: Applicants who meet the requirements described above will be evaluated to determine the extent to
which they possess or have the potential to acquire knowledge, skills, abilities, and personal characteristics, (KSAP's) required of
this position.
