Offering services across the lifespan including pediatrics, 
family medicine, nursing, dental, laboratory, radiology, pharmacy, behavioral health, emergency medical, audiology, nutrition, physical 
therapy, and optometry.  

 
 
DESCRIPTION OF ASSIGNMENT:  PC configuration and troubleshooting to include but not limited to operating system maintenance, 

hardware repair and troubleshooting and software installation/configuration. This position is located with the I.T. Department in
